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The Summer Multidisciplinary University started at RSUH with 13 participants from Malawi, Mali,
Nigeria, Somalia, Sudan, Uganda, and Ethiopia.

The training will take place along the track “Russian–African Cooperation: Sustainable Tourism and
Cultural Diplomacy.” Participants will also take part in the master class “Artistic and Engineering
Sketching Inspired by the Work of Leonardo da Vinci.”

At the opening, the participants were welcomed by Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs Pavel
Shkarenkov, Director of the Department of International Cooperation Olga Trofimova, and Head of the
Department of the Culture of Peace and Democracy of the Faculty of Tourism and Hospitality of the
Institute of Eurasian and Eastern Studies Maria Gordeeva.
